Church. After that it was called the 
Church of England.

Two years later he broke from 
that church and decided to 
create a new church with no 
Pope.
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In 1523 he wrote  A Mighty 
Fortress Is Our God for 
everyone to sing in church. 
The people had never sung 
in church before.
